Missional Communities are mid size groups that, in response to God’s leading, engage in intentional mission together eg. connecting with young families, actively connecting into a local school, assisting in a nursing home etc. Missional Communities happen through the voluntary clustering of small groups who do something intentional together on an agreed basis.
Our ongoing commitment is to ensure our existing ministries are strong, healthy, and  eﬀectively supported. We take seriously our mission of making, maturing and mobilising disciples of Jesus Christ. As well as this, we want to see a growing mission focus in every area of our life together. We want to encourage people in the Up (our relationship with God), the In (our relationship with each other) and the Out (our relationship with the wider community).

This will mean we will continue to have a strong commitment to:

biblical preaching and teaching that is grounded in the reality of people lives.

•

small groups that are places to nurture and support discipleship, mutual care and mission 

both when we are together and where we live, work, study and play. All small group 

leaders will be committed to the churches mission and vision.

•

worship that is uplifting and builds up the body of Christ.

•

missional communities to share God’s love in word and deed.

•

growing support for outreach to Seniors.

• increasingly reﬂecting the ethnic mix of our context.

•

oﬀering a range of courses through the Peter Corney Training Centre that reﬂect our 

mission of making, maturing and mobilising disciples of Jesus Christ as well as oﬀering 

training and resourcing to the wider church.
